Program Description
Fatality due to unintentional overdose of prescription opioids is a significant
problem in the United States. This is the result of a professional practice gap,
whereby clinicians are either not aware of the prevalence of the problem, do not
understand the major risk factors for unintentional overdose deaths, or do not know
how to minimize risk when treating patients with chronic pain. This APF initiative is
designed to educate clinicians to minimize prescription opioid overdose through a
series of 1-hour, live, interactive teleconference/webinar programs.
